Sample Letter to Senators on H.R. 847
The Honorable  

United States Senate

Washington, D.C.  20510

Dear Senator

I am writing to ask you for your support for H.R. 847,  “James Zadroga 9/11 Health and Compensation Act.”  The bill was passed and considered by the House in September on a bipartisan 268-160 vote.  

On 11 September 2001, and in the days that followed, tens of thousands of law enforcement officers, firefighter, emergency responders and others answered the call following this devastating attack on the United States.  In the days, weeks and months following those attacks, these men and women labored to save lives, recover victims, and repair the damage wrought by our enemies.  Now as a direct result of toxic exposures from the World Trade Center collapse, thousands of these workers and survivors are sick, many are disabled and some have died.

This was not just an attack on New York City or the Pentagon.  This was an attack on the United States, and men and women from around the nation, from every single State, responded.  Those who reported and worked at Ground Zero were exposed to a mix of deadly toxins that seriously damaged their health, and I believe the nation needs to respond, just as they did. 

The 9/11 Health and Compensation Act would provide medical monitoring and treatment to World Trade Center responders and survivors who were exposed to the toxins at Ground Zero.  These would be built into the existing monitoring and treatment program by delivering expert medical treatment for the unique illnesses caused by those exposures and reopen the 9/11 Victim Compensation Fund to provide compensation for economic losses and harm as an alternative to the current litigation system.  

In less than a year, we will mark the 10th anniversary of these terrorist attacks.  Enough time has passed and the dangers they faced and the damage done to the health of those who worked at Ground Zero are known.  It is time for the Senate to pass this bill and take care of these men and women.       

Please support the passage of H.R. 847 in this Congress.  Thank you in advance for your consideration of my views on this important matter.
